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Installing the AirCell System

ASSEMBLING AND ATTACHING THE SYSTEM

1. Jack up the rear of the vehicle or raise on a hoist. Support the differential (axle) with safety stands.
Remove the wheels.

NOTE Keep the axle supported during this assembly process.

2. Loosen the axle/leaf spring u-bolts enough to remove the existing jounce bumper assembly on
both sides.

3. Assemble the spring cup to the bracket using 3/8” bolt and flat washer (fig. 1). Torque the hardware
to 31Ib.-ft.

4. Attach the bracket/spring cup assembly to the vehicle under the stock u-bolts that were previously
loosened. Center the bracket/spring cup assembly above the axle (fig. 1). Raise the axle and
torque the u-bolts to the OEM specifications.

5. Insert the spring into the cup. A twisting motion while pushing the spring into the cup will make
the installation quicker. Make sure the spring snaps into position into the cup.

NOTE It may be necessary to drop the axle slightly to gain access.
Applying grease or soap around the engagement flange of the spring (A) will help in aiding the
spring (A) to “snap” into the spring cup (E).

0PT|0N AL You can adjust the loaded height of the vehicle by adding the optional cup spacer between the cup

and the bracket. It will be necessary to use the longer hardware provided to install the cup spacer
(see fig. 1 note).
